
The 27th Convocation of Indira Gandhi National Open University (IGNOU) was 
organised on Wednesday, 16th April, 2014 at IGNOU Headquarters and was 
transmitted to its 53 Regional Centres through teleconferencing mode. The 
Convocation function of Regional Centre, Lucknow was organised at Fairfield Hall, 
Lucknow Christian PG College, Lucknow - a Study Centre (2720) of IGNOU. Prof. 
Gurdip Singh, Vice Chancellor, Ram Manohar Lohia National Law University, 
Lucknow was the Guest of Honour in this function. The function was also attended 
by eminent dignitaries, Coordinators, Programme Incharges and many Counsellors 
of the Regional Centre, Lucknow. 
 
The Convocation function began with the formal welcome of the Guest of Honour by 
the Regional Director followed by welcome of all the awardees of degrees, guests 
and dignitaries. This academic function then progressed with the devotional 
rendering of the Goddess of learning Maa Saraswati and lighting of the lamp. The 
Convocation function of IGNOU Headquarters was relayed through “Gyan Darshan” 
TV Channel for the learners through big plasma screens installed in the Convocation 
Hall. The Function was also broadcast through “Gyanvani” FM radio channel. After 
the programme at the Headquarters was over, the programme at the Regional 
Centre continued as per schedule.   
 
Dr. Manorama Singh, Regional Director, IGNOU Regional Centre, Lucknow, in her 
welcome speech, once again expressed her heart-felt gratitude to the Guest of 
Honour for sparing his precious time and accepting the invitation of IGNOU Regional 
Centre, Lucknow. She discussed the importance of Open & Distance Learning with 
special emphasis on IGNOU - the largest Open University in the world. She told 
about the impressive vertical and horizontal growth of IGNOU by enrolling over 3 
million students. She told that the University is providing strong support services 
through an expansive network of 67 Regional Centres and 2667 Study Centres 
across the country.  
 
Dr. Singh also highlighted the contribution of IGNOU in spreading the cause of 
education by offering 228 programmes of various disciplines from Certificate to 
doctoral degree level developed through 21 Schools of studies and Centres. 
She informed the gathering that the total number of approved academic 
counsellors across the country was over 33,000 and that the learners enrolled 
in 2013-14 was more than 7 lakhs.  
 
She discussed about the actions and activities which IGNOU Regional Centre, 
Lucknow has been performing over the last one year with an aim to increase access, 
equity and quality in Higher education by reaching out to the rural and remote areas 
as well as to the disadvantaged sections of the society including women and 
minorities.  
 
During the 27th Convocation, five students belonging to IGNOU Regional Centre, 
Lucknow namely Ms. Purti Setia and Ms. Pratima Singh (both of Bachelor of 
Education - BED), Ms. Vandana Yadav (Master of Arts in History - MAH), 
Mr. Rajesh Kumar Verma (Diploma in Panchayat Level Administration & 
Development - DPLAD) and Mr. Hridayanand (Diploma in Value Added 
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Products from Fruits & 
Vegetables - DVAPFV) were 
given away the Gold Medals for 
securing highest marks in their 
respective Programmes. Ms. 
Vandana Yadav also bagged the 
Prof. G. Ram Reddy Memorial 
Gold Medal for securing highest 
marks in Social Sciences 
subjects across India. She 
received both her Gold medals at 
IGNOU, New Delhi. 
 

During this Convocation function of Regional Centre, 310 students were awarded 
Masters Degree in various disciplines. In all, 3714 students from Lucknow Region 
who passed their Diplomas, Post Graduate Diplomas, Graduation and Masters level 
Programmes in December 2012 and June 2013 Term End Examinations were 
conferred degrees during this Convocation function. 

The Guest of Honour, Prof. Gurdip Singh, in his Convocation address, 
congratulated the Gold Medalists and recipients of the degrees. He said that all 
recipients have entered a new era where there are immense opportunities, new 
challenges and innumerable social and economic complexities which they have to 
tackle by their wisdom, knowledge and skills which they have acquired during their 
educational training. As education is the most significant instrument for social and 
economic transformation, educated youths have to take a greater responsibility in 
reconstructing Indian society on the basis of principles of equality, liberty and 
fraternity which may lead to rapid development of the country.  
 
Offering his best wishes to all the graduating learners, Prof. Singh said that the basic 
aim of education was to instill in every individual high working spirit, character and a 
high order of proficiency in all the fields of life thus making them a complete human 
being. He said that he is of the firm belief that each one would contribute to the 
prosperity of the nation and hence prove themselves worthy of their degrees and 
diplomas throughout their lives.  

Dr. Ashwini Kumar, Deputy Director, IGNOU Regional Centre, Lucknow proposed 
the vote of thanks. The function was organised with the active involvement of officials 
and staff from both the Regional Centre and the study centre. The event was widely 
covered by print and electronic media. The Lucknow Doordarshan team was also 
present throughout the event and the whole event was captured through the lenses 
of photographers who came from various media houses.
